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Charles Spurgeon writes about Isaiah
45:19, “GOD has clearly revealed that He
will hear the prayer of those who call upon
him, and that declaration cannot be
contravened. He has so firmly, so truthfully,
so righteously spoken, that there can be no
room for doubt. He does not reveal his mind
in unintelligible words, but he speaks plainly
and positively, “Ask, and ye shall receive.”
Believe, O trembler, this sure truth—that
prayer must and shall be heard, and that
never, even in the secrets of eternity, has
the Lord said unto any living soul, “Seek ye
Me in vain.””.

The same Hebrew for Vain (Tohu) is
used in the previous verse, Isaiah 45:19, and
in Gen 1:2, when talking about creation. The
Lord did not create in vain (or empty,
formless or unformed). Just as God’s
creation is not in vain or empty, so calling
on the Lord is never in vain. Here is an
invitation for us to be reassured.
