Today we will look at the parable of 
The Lost Coin (Luke 15:8-10).  It is the 
second in a series of three parables in Luke 
15 that emphasis God’s love and careful 
searching for that which is Lost, that it may 
be Found. 

 
“The lost coin represents those who 

are lost in trespasses and sins, but who have 
no sense of their condition. They are 
estranged from God, but they know it not. 
Their souls are in peril, but they are 
unconscious and unconcerned. In this 
parable Christ teaches that even those who 
are indifferent to the claims of God are the 
objects of His pitying love. They are to be 
sought for they may be brought back to 
God.”
