Standing in the presence of their Creator and 

looking upon the unsurpassed glory which 

enshrouds His person, they are looking upon the 

Lamb of God given from the foundation of the 

world to a life of humiliation, to be rejected of 

sinful men, to be despised, to be crucified. Who 

can measure the infinity of the sacrifice!”
